A new and improved Green Room has been a vision for a
couple of years.

"green light" to proceed. However, as often the case, we are facing a
budget challenge. The Trustees have many responsibilities to keep the
church running smoothly. Just a few of these responsibilities include
paying taxes and utilities, maintaining the building and the grounds, as
well as the upkeep of the parsonage on 74th and the little rental house
on Sunnyside. Therefore,
money continues to be
tight, and so as not to
drain our bank account
and have funds available
for the day to day
operation of the church,
and proceed with Phase
One of the Green Room
development, we are
seeking an additional $3,500.

Phase One is to paint the Green Room and complete the
remodel of the kitchen area in the room. This phase will allow us to
order cabinets, add a dishwasher and counters, as well as an island
counter providing additional storage and serving space. We will
also install new vinyl in the kitchen area and storage closets.
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We will proceed with
Phase Two in the future, as the
budget allows. Phase Two will
add the carpet, purchase
window coverings, the electric
fireplace and furniture.

ASBP has garnered a wonderful reputation
with local educators. Kindergarten teachers from
every school in the district have told me time and
time again that our ‘graduates’ are the most well-
prepared of all their students. This doesn’t happen
by chance. The staff and | strive to create an age-
appropriate curriculum that meets all the needs of a
young child ~ we do this through a variety of
activities that cover pre-literacy, pre-math, science,
art, drama, music, social skills, and gross motor
development. All of this happens in a loving
Christian environment where Jesus’ teachings of
love, acceptance, and generosity surround the
students every day through the actions of their
teachers, and through the Bible Stories and Chapel
Time we share with them each week. It is a task
we perform with the philosophy that it is our
privilege to help children grow and develop at this
most crucial time in their learning years.

It goes without saying that we are always in
need of help to keep our ministry afloat. We hold
an auction each year which is necessary to keep
our operating budget in the black. We always ask
for scholarship donations from you in the Fall to
help those families who just can't afford preschool
otherwise.
